“Geotechnical Challenges Associated with
Hong Kong’s Current Infrastructure Programme”

In 2007 the Hong Kong Government committed to a major programme of infrastructure development.  This involves the design and construction of an significant expansion to the existing urban mass transit rail network, a new express rail link into China, a fixed road link across the Pearl River Estuary to Macau and Zhuhai, the redevelopment of the former airport site at Kai Tak and land reclamation and sub-sea tunnels to improve transport links to mainland China.  Many of these projects involve underground construction in a congested urban environment and are currently in their construction phase.

This talk will present the background to the various elements of the infrastructure development programme and will focus on a selection of the geotechnical challenges that have arisen and how they are being addressed. These will include soft ground tunnelling close to pile foundations, ground freezing and stabilization measures for wide excavations.

About the Speaker

Tom Henderson is one of the founding Directors of GCG (Asia). He has almost 30 years experience in the civil engineering profession and has worked extensively in the field of geotechnics as a client, consultant, contractor and academic. He has spent several years in multi disciplinary client and contractor based project teams, managing or advising on the planning, design and construction of major mass transit railway and infrastructure projects in London, Hong Kong, China, Singapore, Taiwan, Bangkok, Australia, Algeria, Nepal and South Africa. He has carried out geotechnical research at the University of Oxford, England. He has acted as an expert witness in the resolution of several construction related disputes.
